Generic comments

Your resources demonstrate a good focus on your issue and your example academics. 

This is good work completed at a high standard. There's a good focus on the academics that you will be using. 

You have grasped the general ideas the author is making, but I would like to have seen you emphasise the author’s main argument that physical education benefits the whole student in terms of physical, social, emotional and cognitive aspects.  It’s implicit in your writing, but needs to be stated more clearly.
You have used your own words throughout to summarise the article – so well done here.  In terms of structure, the summary would have benefited from an introduction which gave an overview of the main argument (see marked up document), followed by a clear break down of the key points into subsections (the author’s subheadings are a good guide here) i.e. physical, social, mental and cognitive – these seem to blur a bit in the way you write.  

A good first attempt at an essay and I can see you have tried really hard here, particularly in your wider reading and research.  The main problem is structure and how to weave the research into your writing as a coherent and synthesised argument.  Have a look back at the Model Essay in the CloudDeakin resources for this unit and look at how the references are incorporated into each body point paragraph.  You might find it helpful to take this feedback and the marked up document to a language and learning advisor for some further guidance.  Or I am happy to discuss with you.
You would also benefit from referring back to the Lecture and Study Guide materials WEEKS 7 to 9 that focused on essay writing plus take a close look at the Model Essay #2 on the Cloud under Assessment > Model Assessment, Templates, and Other Resources

Language issues

I recommend that you seek additional support with your writing.  A language and learning advisor can assist you with this.

Avoid personal pronouns in academic writing.  I have taken out ‘we’ and substituted it with ‘the reader’ as an illustration of how to do this.

Search strategy issues

I've noted some concerns in your table itself about your search strategies.  You should start with the library catalogue when you search for academic books and journal articles.  You should use Google Advanced for strategic web-based searches.

Media Sources

Continue to develop your skills in applying the CRAAP technique to analysing information, especially web-based and media sources.  A little more critical analysis was needed as these sources are not subjected to the peer-review process. 

Your media source needed to be by one of your example academics.  Media resources are highly problematic in academic research due to lack of peer review and you need to have good reason to use them (for example, an assignment requires you to consult media resources such as this one). 

Lack of critical analysis of govt. websites

A little more critical analysis needed on your website.  A .gov.au website is not reliable simply because it is published by the government but because government sites generally provide information based on unbiased, carefully conducted and evaluated research. 

Student has not chosen from issue and example assignments listed

My main concern is that you have chosen academics not listed in the Starting Assignment 1 page in the Assignment 1 folder. This is where you should have begun your research. In order to do well on the second assignment, you will need to choose two academics from the list provided, OR you MUST email the unit chair directly asking for permission to use your chosen academics. Academics must have a range of different forms of communication to help you with your second assignment. That's why the example academics listed in the study guide were chosen. 

Referencing

You need to review your referencing techniques, as there was incomplete detail and/or formatting.  I've put the link to the Deakin Harvard guide in the document itself. 

Copied and pasted from internet sources without citation.  You need to make sure you are familiar with Deakin's academic integrity requirements. This includes NOT copying and pasting information from the internet into your assignment.  See Deakin academic integrity 
This is a really good quote. It’s important not to let quotes stand for your own words. A way to avoid just plonking in a quote it to introduce it, to give some information about the context (for example, what was Brown aiming to do in this publication), and what does this quote indicate?
This is a very interesting quote – indicating the complexities of novel writing.  For quotations over 30 words we indent them as a block quote, as I’ve illustrated.

Feedback on peer assessment

Feedback a little generic. Could have been more targeted with constructive feedback.  For example, a link to Deakin study support for assistance in improving the writing.

Generic closing comments

A solid effort so far! More specific feedback provided in the assignment itself. If you incorporate feedback for this assignment into your work, you will have every chance of improving your mark in the major assessment. 

I've provided more targeted feedback in the assignment itself. Your research has now provided you with a good foundation for your essay/report. I look forward to reading it.
