How to upload and edit the Curriculum Map in CloudDeakin

Uploading to CloudDeakin

1. Navigate to ‘Setup’ in your CloudDeakin site, and open your ‘Manage Files’ area.

2. Find or create a folder where the curriculum map will sit. Using the ‘Upload’ button, upload the curriculum-map.zip folder.

3. Use the arrow to the right hand side of the newly added curriculum-map.zip folder and unzip.

4. Once the files appear (this may require you to refresh your browser), open the ‘Resources’ tab and find or create a module where the curriculum map will reside.

5. Using the ‘New’ dropdown menu, select ‘Add Site File’ and navigate to the newly uploaded folder. Select the checkbox to the left of index.html and select ‘Add’.
Editing and updating

6. Open the ‘index’ file now listed in the module – you can rename this file by clicking on the name. Scroll to the bottom of the map, and select ‘Edit HTML’.

7. You will see editing instructions above the map – do not delete these, they will hide themselves once the document is saved.

To link a module or topic to a skill

Insert the skill number in the blue box, using no spaces between ‘skill’ and the number. For example; skill1. If you want to map to more than one skill, use spaces between the two skills. For example; skill1 skill3 
To map a module or topic to an assessment

Insert the assessment number with a prefix of ‘a’ which indicates assessment – do not use spaces between ‘a’ and the number. For example, a2.  If you want to map to more than one assessment, use spaces between them. For example a1 a3 a2

You can also change the information in the right column
Simply click on the sentence and type over the current information. This is the same for the skills noted in the left hand column, and topics in the centre.
