Each aspect of the Universal Design for Learning framework is connected in a circular rather than linear structure.  These elements collectively build towards an equitable and inclusive teaching and learning model.
The framework comprises:
Learning activities: making space of diversity of learners.
Assessment tasks: enabling all students to demonstrate to their full potential.
Course specific: focusing on master of learning outcomes.
Graduate learning outcomes: students as knowledge communities.
Learning outcomes: designing clarity and flexibility into learning outcomes.
Design and development features include:
Developing guides, rubrics and checklists for designing inclusive Course Learning Outcomes and assessments.
Capacity building workshops and sessions.
Designing and delivering collaborative resources, workshops and sessions for staff with overarching themes.
